Jennifer Hoffman- Thanking those who could attend this meeting time. 
Ron- When is the State going to release guidelines?

BOH- Nothing has been released officially.  The DPH will be having a call to talk about pros and cons.  Gov. is scheduled to make press release but not aware if he will be releasing info about camps.

Greenfield Rec- Speaks about their plan for safety, controlled grouping, no touching and working with the same counselor everyday of the week.  Cleaning, sanitizing and disinfecting plans. 

Camp Keewanee- Has a total number of campers been released?

YMCA- Our kids come in on buses.  We have been in contact with Kuzmeskus Bus Company.  

BOH- You should decrease the amount of kids for busing and pricing.

Camp Keewanee- Our kids come from all over the county. 

Stoneleigh Burnham- We cancelled our camp because the majority of kids are from out of town. 

Greenfield Rec Dept- We have a waiver that is running through the City.  City will not be liable for any Covid-19 cases. 

YMCA- They are licensed through Greenfield and Shelburne.

Mary Phillips- Parent from the City, given that she is a nurse, she needs a break, kids want to socialize.  If there is a safe way for kids to go to camp she is all for it.  

BOH- Be mindful that even people being safe can still get it.  

Mary Phillips- Understands that there is a risk. 

Stoneleigh Burnham- Parents do need childcare. 

YMCA- we are going to following the State guidelines. 

YMCA- Has there been any pool regulations released?

Greenfield Rec- Shared CDC guidelines that states that Covid-19 is not spread by water.

YMCA- Excited to be able to use the pool.

Greenfield Rec- Is there anything that you want? From us and the BOH question to Mary Phillips.

Mary Phillips- When we see what is allowed that will make a decision for camp. 

BOH- Wants to meet next Thursday again asking for a contingency plan.  From each camp.  Please send them to the BOH emails, by Monday.
