Kelly Dixon opened the meeting
BOH- The only camp that sent plans was YMCA. No other operational plans have been sent. 
YMCA- Doesn’t know what max capacity is going to be yet.

Camp Keewanee- We do not believe that we will be opening this year. 

BOH- Board was able to get on the DPH call.  But they still want to see what  the state has to say about guidelines. 

Camp Keewanee- got on the ACA call today. Mentioned that Gov. Coumo has cancelled all overnight camps.  Due to new disease showing up in children. 

Valerie Bird- Massachusetts has the same amount of this new disease. 

BOH- Be advised that this disease starts just as Covid-19 does and moves rapidly, children can also end up on ventilators.  

Jennifer Hoffman- The YMCA sent out an email to register children for summer camp.  She asks that the YMCA pulls the registration because it gives false hope.  

Valerie- Agrees and would like to see the registration taken down until they have made a decision. 

YMCA- they feel as though they had reached out to the Health Department back in April, but they don’t remember what it was for. 

Valerie- Said she has sent out an email to have people prepare for camps, get all materials together but do not send out a registration. 

BOH- Wants to hear the State guidelines, but wants to see plans to compare them to.

BOH- We need to look at feasibility, practicality, accountability, and how to do this as safe as we can.  
Camp Keewanee- Wearing masks in the heat of the summer is going to be very hard. 

YMCA- We have different places to go in he building.  The Childcare program space will not be shared with members.  

BOH- Asking about cleaning and disinfection, are you about to obtain the correct cleaning products? 
There is an EPA list with recommended products on it.  Are people having problems getting their cleaning supplies?  

Christy Moore- There is a list of resources on Gov. Bakers reopening site. 

Allison Weeden- Not feasible to clean and watch children at the same time.  It’s just not safe.  

YMCA- They don’t want to open the camp to make money.  They want to help people with childcare so that they can go back to work.  Mentioned that they are only allowed 25% bus capacity, Kuzmeskus busing would not be worth it or effective at this point.  

Camp Keewanee- not everyone is in this for profit.  We have kids and we know what kids want.
